Southern Region Report:  Joe presented the meeting results, highlighting the proposed MFBN new rules for qualifying anglers for the MFBN state team.  The issue proved to be controversial and there was considerable discussion, but it was pointed out that no one had a copy of the proposed rules.  Steve volunteered to obtain a copy and to post them on the MFBN website.  Alan will attend the 12/28 SR meeting. 
Conservation:  On the Charles County Cross Connector and Mattawoman issue, Fred reported that Roger Trageser and Scott Sewell made a presentation in Charles County, and they were very well received.

- Article 5, section 5-9 modified to clarify ‘end of year’ Lunker pot eligibility
